
[image: image1.wmf]AAP Global Vaccine Advocacy Mini-Grants Program – CALL FOR APPLICATION
UN Foundation & American Academy of Pediatrics: Shot@Life Campaign
Description: The American Academy of Pediatrics (AAP) is now accepting applications for mini-grants up to $1,000 for residents, members or chapters to support events that benefit global vaccine advocacy and the UN Foundation’s Shot@Life campaign.  A total of 10 grants are available. 

Program Goals: Shot@Life educates, connects and empowers Americans to champion vaccines as one of the most cost-effective ways to save the lives of children in developing countries. By encouraging Americans to learn about, advocate for and donate to vaccines, Shot@Life aims to decrease vaccine-preventable childhood deaths and give every child a shot at a healthy life.
As a founding partner of the UN Foundation’s Shot@Life campaign, the AAP and Shot@Life provide pediatricians opportunities to talk to engage with the public and our government about the critical role of vaccines in saving and improving the lives of children around the world.  The AAP spreads the message that all kids deserve a shot at life and offers resources to help pediatricians educate parents about the importance of international vaccine programs.
Who Can Apply: AAP members/residents and/or AAP Chapters who wish to implement a local or statewide event to benefit the Shot@Life program by raising awareness about the importance of global immunizations.  Funds may not be used for political lobbying.  While connecting activities to domestic immunization issues is acceptable, the overall scope of work must prioritize global vaccines.  
Applications: All applications are due by Wednesday, March 21, 2014.  E-mail completed applications or questions to Kiran Patel, Program Manager, Global Child Health at globalvaccines@aap.org.

Event Examples: Awardees are welcome to spend up to $1,000 in a variety of ways.  A few examples are below, but by no means are exhaustive of the possibilities.  Creativity is encouraged!
· Consider planning your activities during World Immunization Week (April 24-30) to amplify existing messages from the Academy, World Health Organization, UN Foundation, and other key players.
· Host a local advocacy or community engagement event to educate local leaders about the importance of global immunizations

· Host a reception for pediatricians and other health care providers to raise awareness and funds for Shot@Life

· Hold a seminar for pediatricians, students, or other stakeholders to educate attendees on the importance of global immunization access 

· Implement a practice-based office fundraiser, educating parents in a practice about the impact of global immunization efforts and asking them to contribute to Shot@Life. (example: http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=ehdNbnECD6U&feature=plcp) 
Requirements: 

· The project must focus on education, community engagement, or fundraising.

· Each proposal should include plans for an Op-Ed submission to your local paper (copy of submission required) and contact with your Members of Congress (via e-mail, telephone, or in person).

· Original, signed contract must be returned to AAP within 1 month of receipt of award letter.

· Funds must be used and all events must be completed by June 15, 2014.  
· Applicants must be AAP members (residents are eligible and encouraged to apply) or AAP Chapters (ie, the application can be on behalf of a Chapter or submitted in collaboration with a Chapter).
· No alcohol may be purchased with these funds, nor may they be used towards any lobbying activities. 
· Receipts and an original W-9 are required for reimbursement.

· A final report is due to the Academy by June 30, 2014 for reimbursement.
· Photos and photo release forms must be submitted with final report (template will be provided).  Activities from this grant program may be publicized via the AAP Global Immunization web site and other Academy media, such as AAP News. 

Use of Grant Funds
Funding ultimately comes from the UN Foundation Shot@Life Campaign through the American Academy of Pediatrics. Receiving an award does not constitute endorsement from the UN Foundation. Grant funds must be used for implementation of activities to benefit the Shot@Life program.
